Monday, December 8:  Depart the U.S. on a non-stop flight. 

 
Tuesday, December 9:  Arrival in Johannesburg, South Africa 

You will be met at the airport and transferred to The DaVinci Hotel and Suites, located within the Legacy Corner 

Mall in Nelson Mandela Square, where the finest shops await you.  The DaVinci is a contemporary masterpiece with 
unparalleled attention to detail with rooms designed to captivate you.

Wednesday, December 10: Full DayTour of Johannesburg and Soweto 

This full-day tour combines two of Johannesburg’s most popular attractions providing you with an opportunity to take 

a closer look at South Africa’s turbulent past. We first travel across Johannesburg to the south of the city to visit the 

Apartheid Museum, which opened in 2002. Here visitors embark on a historical voyage of discovery, a personal 
exploration of the past that examines the story of apartheid right up to the first democratic elections held in 1994. 

The tour of the museum lasts approximately two hours. We then continue to SOWETO (SOuth WEstern TOwnship), 

the largest former all-black township established by apartheid government policies.  Our tour route takes you to all 
the major points of interest in the city of Johannesburg, such as Chris Hani Baragwanath Hospital, Baragwanath taxi 

rank, Freedom Square, Hector Pieterson Memorial, Constitution Hill and Nelson Mandela’s former 

home.

Thursday, December 11:  Sun City Resort, The Palace of the Lost City Hotel

Friday, December 12:  Sun City Resort, Game Drive 

Morning game drive in the Pilanesberg Game Reserve. The Pilanesberg Game Park is home to Africa’s Big Five – 

Lion, African Elephant, Cape Buffalo, Rhinoceros and Leopard – and they, along with zebras, hyenas, giraffes, hippos, 
crocodiles and over 300 bird species, roam free within the Pilanesberg’s 135,905 acres. 

 

 

 

 
 



  
The crater of a long extinct volcano is the setting of Pilanesberg National Park - a fascinating alkaline complex produced 

by volcanic action some 1,300 million years ago. Pilanesberg is one of the largest volcanic complexes of its kind in the 

world. Its rare rock types and structure make it a unique geological feature. The area is fringed by three concentric 
ridges or rings of hills - the formation rises from the surrounding plains like a bubble. Pilanesberg has survived ages of 

erosion and stands high above the surrounding bushveld plains. The early presence of man can be seen in the numerous 
Stone and Iron Age sites throughout the park 

 
Off the center of the Park is Thabayadiotso, "the Proud Mountain". The Park ranks among the largest of the national 

parks in South Africa (it is the fourth largest park) and covers an area of 55,000 hectare. The beauty of Pilanesberg is 

reflected in a large central lake, the Mankwe Dam. Over time, wind and water have carved a spectacular landscape 
with rocky outcrops.

Saturday, December 13:  Cape Town, South Africa 
Early transfer back to Johannesburg Airport for your departure flight to Cape Town.  On arrival in Cape Town, you will

Sunday, December 14:  Cape Town City Tour and Robben Island 
Private morning city tour of Cape Town including Robben Island and ascent to Table Mountain (weather permitting).  

Cape Town, arguably one of the most beautiful cities in the world, is encircled by hills, sandy beaches and vineyards that 
add to its charm.   

 

  
 

Table Mountain rises behind the city to a height of 1,087m, cutting the skyline with a horizontal front three kilometers 

in length. From the Lower Cableway Station, the cableway takes you to the summit in less than ten minutes in rotating 
gondola's ensuring stunning 360 degree views of the city and surrounds. We will stop at the Victoria & Alfred Waterfront 

for lunch (on your own).  The Waterfront is set against a backdrop of magnificent sea and mountain views, exciting 
shopping and entertainment venues are intermingled with world-class restaurants, hotels and luxury apartments in the 

residential marina.  After lunch, enjoy the Waterfront before walking to the Robben Island Ferry Dock for our afternoon 
visit to Robben Island.  

 

Depart the Victoria & Alfred Waterfront at Nelson Mandela Gateway for a 30-minute ferry trip to the World Heritage 
site of Robben Island.  A prison for 450 years for slaves, lepers and political dissidents, this historic landmark is now 

a museum.  Experience the conditions of incarceration, view Nelson Mandela’s maximum security prison cell 
(Cell 5) and see the lime quarries.  This is where hard labor was served and prisoners discussed strategy, freedom 

and the future.  This well-preserved landmark is a monument to the triumph of freedom, dignity and determination 

over humiliation and oppression.

Thunders.’  In more modern terms, Victoria Falls is known as the greatest curtain of falling water in the world.  Stop at 
Victoria Falls Crafts Market before returning to the hotel.  

        
 
Columns of spray can be seen from miles away as, at the height of the rainy season, more than five hundred million 

cubic meters of water per minute plummet over the edge, over a width of nearly two kilometers, into a gorge over one 

hundred meters below. The wide, basalt cliff over which the falls thunder, transforms the Zambezi from a placid river 
into a ferocious torrent cutting through a series of dramatic gorges.  Facing the Falls is another sheer wall of basalt, 

rising to the same height, and capped by a mist-soaked rain forest. A path along the edge of the forest provides the 
visitor prepared to brave the tremendous spray, with an unparalleled series of views of the Falls. 

 
Enjoy an unforgettable dinner at The Boma – Place of Eating, an African experience infused with Zimbabwean 

cuisine. Partially open to the African skies, it offers a unique experience that bombards the senses with the tastes, 

sights, sounds and smells of Africa - together with the warmth and hospitality of Zimbabwe and its people.  Guests are 
welcomed with a traditional greeting in the local languages, Shona and Ndebele.  The guests are then dressed in 

‘chitenges’ (traditional robes) and prepared to enter the main enclosure.  You are invited to take part in a hand-washing 
ceremony before sampling traditional beer and snacks, as a prelude to dinner and entertainment. 

 

Specializing in a superb selection of traditional Zimbabwean dishes, The Boma offers a four-course meal combining a 
mouth-watering choice of starters from the kitchen, soup from the campfire and a substantial barbeque buffet served 

on cast iron plates. They offer a wide variety of salads from the salad bar and a choice of delicious desserts from the 
buffet area.
